WHEREAS, this resolution has been submitted by the County Executive on 

behalf of the Office for the Aging; and 

 

WHEREAS, the RSVP Program, which coordinated a volunteer system and 

network to provide various forms of assistance and interaction, has been discontinued 

by SUNY Ulster; and 

 

WHEREAS, there still remains a need for this type of volunteer program in 

the community; and   

 

WHEREAS, the proposed new Ulster County’s Senior Volunteer Program 

will provide for the continued coordination of volunteers in the county; and 

 

WHEREAS, the Ulster County’s Senior Volunteer Program will provide 

opportunities for senior citizens from Ulster County to share their life skills and 

experience to help improve the lives of their neighbors; and 

 

WHEREAS, Ulster County’s Senior Volunteer Program will continue to offer 

adults a wide variety of ways to volunteer, including but not limited to driving 

seniors who are not able to drive themselves to doctor appointments,  assisting at 

various agencies and programs based on their interest and skill set, and volunteering 

at a variety of one-time local events; and 

 

WHEREAS, Ulster County’s Senior Volunteer Program coordinator will 

assess and match talents, interests, skills and experience of volunteers to a variety of 

agencies throughout the community; and 

 

WHEREAS, in order to effectuate this change in programming it is necessary 

to create one full time and one part-time position within the Office for the Aging as
