Proposed Local Law No. 14 of 2014, (A Loca Law Establishing a Tobacco Retail License and
Reducing Y outh Exposure to Tobacco)

PUBLIC COMMENT:

There were (22) twenty two speakers signed up for the 1% public hearing comment period.

Dr. Carol Smith, UC Dept. of Health & Mental Health Commissioner — Dr. Carol Smith spoke
in support of this proposed local law with the intent to better inform the public of its purpose.

Vincent Martello, UCDOH Dir. of Community Health Relations — Former Supervisor of Town
of Marbletown, noted this proposed local law has been in the works for 2-1/2 years and is one
of the best practicesin many communities in the country.

John Anthony Bruno, Sr. Marketing Mgr.American Cancer Society — Mr. Bruno, an UC native
of Saugerties, spoke in support of the proposed local law and proud of the county leadership
being shown. Mr. Bruno shared tobacco product statistics and studies done.

David Scarpino, CEO & President Health Alliance Hospital — Mr. Scarpino spoke in support of
this local law working in collaboration with the County Health Department. As part of a
district application before the state, the hospital’s objective over the next 5 years is to reduce
the avoidable admissions to the hospital by 25% of the Medicaid self-paid population. The
hospital will be paid based on this outcome — by improving heath. For every child they can
prevent from starting smoking one less dollar will be spent.

David Hanson - Mr. Hanson a 34 year resident of Ulster County, formally from PA., spokein
support of thislocal law on behalf of himself and his family having (3) non-smoking children.

Ashley Koemm — Ms. Koemm spoke in favor of this proposed local law limiting tobacco
advertising and increased education for our youth.
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7. Cheryl DePaolo Dir. of the Ulster Prevention Council — Ms. DePaolo who works with youth in
the county has spent over 30 years treating smoking addiction. Ms. DePaolo spoke in favor of
the proposed local law.

8. Jim Hoppenrtech, Plattekill: Mr. Hoppenrtech is the owner of the Plattekill Corners General
Store which is one of the stores that will be affected by this proposed local law. His family has
owned the store for over 100 years. Although Mr. Hoppenrtech is appreciative for his store
being grandfathered in to the proposed law, the reduction of signage will negatively affect his
income - in 2014 his tobacco sales were 34% of his store sales.

9. Checko Miller — Mr. Miller spoke in favor of this proposed local law and wants adult’s to take
responsibility - measures for children not to smoke - adults grow it, sell it, advertise it, and
smokeit.

10. Hugo Jule: Mr. Jule spoke in favor of this proposed local law to protect his family, and if it was
up to him smoking would be banned altogether. He thanked the County Executive for the ban
of e-cigarettes.

11.Heidi Kirschner CEO & President UC YMCA — Ms. Kirschner spoke in favor of thislocal law
noting the YMCA believes in nurturing our youth and the need to help them make healthier
choices. Ms. Kirschner shared her experience working with Y MCA members.

12.Gloria Scull —Ms. Scull supports this proposed local law - being a parent and experiencing the
loss of family members to tobacco use.

13. Safir Naeem — Mr. Naeem did not speak.

14.Lori Rotolo, (MISN) Maturnal Infant Services Network: Based in a 5 county area -Ulster
County MISN has started a maternal infant collaborative group to improve women's health and
birth outcomes — targeting women of child bearing years. Ms. Rotolo spoke in support of this
proposed local law.

15. Pamela Wenner, Head Start Dir.,UC Community Action: — Ms. Wenner is a resident of
Kingston NY. Ms. Wenner shared stories of low income families having to make a choice to
either buy the addictive cigarettes or put food on the table. Ms. Wenner supports this proposed
local law.

16.Jim Calvin President New York Assoc. of Convenient Stores. Mr. Calvin represents
neighborhood mini-marts in Ulster County. Mr. Calvin stated Ulster County’s compliance rate
- the Utupa Law, is at 99% whereas the statewide average is 5%. Mr. Calvin credited the UC
Health Department and the stores good faith voluntary efforts to prevent under age sales of
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tobacco. Some thingsto consider: Legislation claims twenty percent of teenagers acquire their
tobacco from retail stores vs. UC Health Departments claim of one percent. Thus eighty percent
of the time children are getting tobacco from other sources — possibly Mom's purse. Mr.
Calvin asked why there isn’t legislation making it illegal for minors to possess tobacco. Also,
Mr. Calvin asked the Legislature to consider additional legislation to clarify the license, Section
5. Mr. Calvinfeelsif an owner paid their fine and has a clean record going forward they should
be able to have their license reissued. Also, he questioned when the county inspects the stores,
are they going to be enforced by both the state and county? |f so he considers that to be double
dipping, not fair and not right.

17.Diane Moore, Tobacco Free Action Communities Y outh Coordinator — Ms. Moore spoke about
her 30 years of expertise in the field of tobacco prevention of young people as an educator and
her own family experiences. Ms. Moore expressed the environment is static — nothing is
happening. The environment is very friendly to tobacco sales — it’'s everywhere. Children are
getting mixed messages.

18.Lily Nott, Wallkill High School Student — Ms. Nott has friends and family that smoke. She
spoke in favor of preventing adolescent smoking.

19.Tajh Iniguez: Mr. Iniguez shared his experience of family members dying from smoking
cigarettes. When he walks to school he sees kids that think nothing of it —they think is normal
and cool to smoke.

20. Abby Grant, 7" Grader: Ms. Grant spoke in favor of this proposed local law and worries about
her younger siblings wanting to smoke.

21.Ellen Reinhard: Ms. Reinhard spoke in favor of this proposed loca law. Ms. Reinhard spoke to
tobacco marketing being geared toward children. Ms. Reinhard noted we must reduce
children’ s exposure to tobacco marketing.

22.MaryAnn Forgey-Lombardi, Kingston: Ms. Lombardi is a teacher at Fordam University who
spoke in favor of this proposed local law, and shared her family experience suffering from
second hand smoke.

23.Clark Riehters, Kingston: After listening to al the speakers at tonight’'s public hearing, Mr.
Riehters suggested making an all-inclusive law preventing children from smoking cigarettes —
similar to alcohol legidation.

Fred C. Kramer, Phanton Fireworks,Y oungstown Ohio: Mr. Kramer spoke in support of this
proposed local law. Mr. Kramer discussed some concerns fire fighters have. He shared code
enforcement guidelines, state registration requirements, safety training and safety brochures
precautions.

Chan Rivera, Director of FASNY, Chairman UC Volunteers Fireman Assoc. Fire Prevention
Committee, Commissioner Napanoch Fire District: Mr. Rivera spoke out against this proposed
local law. Mr. Rivera provided statistical data of injuries and property loss reported due to the
use of sparklers.

Bob Troncillito, Chief Marlboro District, Dir. UC Fire Chief’s Association, Fire Board: Mr.
Troncillito recommended people view websites regarding sparkler injuries. The websites are
explicit and detailed. Mr. Troncillito spoke out against this proposed local law.

Michael Karashy, Member Firemen's Assoc. State of NY Legisative Committee, Vice
Chairman Hudson Valley Volunteer Fireman Legisative Committee, Past Commissioner of
Saugerties Fire Department: Mr. Karashy spoke out against this proposed local law, noting
national injury statics data and risk. From an economic standpoint sales are good however this
type of activity shifts additional work to volunteer fire departments and EMS Agency’s. Mr.
Karashy feels thiswill open the door to larger - more harmful fireworks.

John H. Quick, life long resident of UC, 5yr. Active Volunteer Fireman, Region 2 Dir. Assoc.
Fire Districts of State of New Y ork representing Ulster, Columbia, Greene, Schoharie Counties.
Mr. Quick went on record on behaf of the Association of the Fire District State of NY and
himself opposing this legislation. He has witnessed injuries and fires over the years that last a
life time not only to the user of the firework but to the first responders.
