WHEREAS, the National Affordable Housing Act of 1990 authorized non
entitlement counties to participate in the Community Development Block Grant
Program (CDBG), and

WHEREAS, the United States Department of Housing and Urban
Development (HUD) and GOSC has promulgated regulations governing the
participation in the CDBG program, and

WHEREAS, a Notice of Funding Availability (NOFA) for the CDBG
Program has been published by GOSC for the program year 2004, and

WHEREAS, Ulster County has sought input on its CDBG Application in
accordance with its Citizens Participation Plan, and

WHEREAS, after analysis of the comments at the public hearing, the County
prepared a draft application for direct homeownership assistance available for review
and comment, and

WHEREAS, the County of Ulster desires to submit an application consistent
with the funding levels, purposes, and other criteria provided for in the NOFA, for
direct homeownership assistance.

RESOLVED, that the Chairman of the Ulster County Legislature is hereby
authorized to submit an application to GOSC for direct homeownership assistance, as
well as al understandings and assurances, including the Community Needs
Assessment, to GOSC for CDGB Funds up to the amount provided for in the NOFA,
and

FURTHER RESOLVED, the Chairman is authorized to act as Certifying
Officer for receipt of these funds, and
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FURTHER RESOLVED, the Chairman is authorized to enter into
contracts/agreements with GOSC, HUD, sub-recipients and others, in a form
approved by the County Attorney, as necessary to carry out the purposes of the grant,

and moves its adoption.
