WHEREAS, Atrticle 4 of the General Municipal Law of New York requires
that prior to commencing any lawsuit against the County of Ulster, a notice of claim
must be served; and

WHEREAS, effective June 15, 2013 Article 4 of the General Municipal Law
of the State of New York has been amended to add the Secretary of State as an agent
to receive service of a Notice of Claim against the County of Ulster; and

WHEREAS, the County of Ulster is required to file a certificate designating
an official to receive service from the Secretary of State within 30 days of the
amendment becoming effective; and

WHEREAS, the Ulster County Attorney is the Chief Legal Officer of the
County and is the official with the duty of defending the County of Ulster against
claims initiated by a Notice of Claim; now, therefore, be it

RESOLVED, that the Ulster County Attorney is hereby designated as the
official to receive a Notice of Claim from the Secretary of State; and, be it further

RESOLVED, that the County Executive or County Attorney is authorized to
execute any form necessary to authorize the Secretary of State to accept service of a
Notice of Claim, and designate the Ulster County Attorney as the agent-in-fact for
the transmittal of any Notice of Claim served upon the Secretary of State,

and moves its adoption.
